The safety of our students and staff is our
#1 priority at Country Isles. We always
have two full fime Campus Monitors and a
BSO Deputy on campus. Deputy Brand will
be joining our school safety team for the
2024-2025 school year.

There is a Single Point of Entry to enter the
campus. In order to enter the school you
need toring the bell and state why you are
here. You wil need to have your
government issued ID available to show to
the camera. There will be NO EXCEPTIONS!
Once you enter the building you will need
to show your ID to the office staff.
