Dismissal Procedure:

Westview Drive Sidewalk Improvement Project

Project Overview:

As part of the annual sidewalk replacement program, the city is replacing the existing
sidewalks along Westview Drive between Riverside Drive and Coral Ridge Drive and
upgrading the ADA ramps. Work is expected to be completed in Spring 2025.

Project Scope:

The contractor anticipates starting work on the North portion of the Westview Drive
Right-of-Way near Riverside Drive in Phase 1, and progress to the South side near Coral
Ridge Drive for Phase 2. Work will consist of creating a wider, 8-foot concrete sidewalk

on the north side of Westview Drive, and replacing the asphalt sidewalk with a 5-foot
concrete sidewalk on the south side. Along with sidewalk work, swales will be regraded as
needed to ensure proper drainage.

Schedule:

Crews will be working Monday through Friday,
between the hours of 7 am. and 5 p.m.

We are proud to begin this project, which is funded through the American Rescue Plan
Act, and look forward to enhancing city aesthetics and walkability in this area. Should
you have any questions or concerns please contact Dorian T. Johnson, at 954-344-1178,
dtjohnson@coralsprings.gov or visit CoralSprings.gov/WoarkAroundTown for
construction updates.
