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Tips for Parents: Literacy at Home

You are your child's first and most important teacher, playing an integral
role in your child's academic success. Reading with your child, even for
just 20 minutes a day, is a proven way to promote language and
literacy. We encourage you to implement a few simple strategies at
home daily to make a positive impact on your child's success in school.

For Oral Language Practice
*Practice conversational turn talking with your child
*Use descriptive language when talking about this topic
*Model how to listen to others respectfully and responsibly
*Have your child recall or restate what he/she reads in their own words
*Engage in conversation during dinner

Phonemic Awareness (the ability to focus on individual sounds in words)
*Practice clapping out words with two or more syllables

*Ask your child to find objects around the house that are compound
words

*Hunt for words. Choose a blend (bl) or beginning sound and look for
words (blanket, blue etc.)

*Model how to break apart unfamiliar words when reading aloud to your
child

Phonics (understanding how sounds correlate with letters in the
alphabetic system)

*Have your child look for words in a magazine or newspaper (beginning
sounds, or words with ing)
*Sort words with the same letter clusters by sound (for example, ch-
cheese, machine, school, choir)
*If your child has difficulty spelling a word, have him/her break the word
into syllables to write them (to/ge/ther)
