Teaching & Learning Spotlight

"Something Smells FISHY” in Ms. Brittney Smith’s Marine
Science Classroom ~ by Ricardo Garcia, Junior

Students in Ms. Smith’s Marine Science classroom participated in a two
part lab that began with an amazing lecture and guided discussion re-
garding the basics of sharks. Using pre-measured ropes, students
could concretely and visually compare the different sizes of a variety of
sharks.

We also learned how sometimes even baby sharks (A.K.A. pups)
sometimes eat their siblings in the womb of the mama shark. The dis-
section was sure something everybody will remember for a while -
well,at least, the smell of it. Yet, in all seriousness, the dissection en-
lightened us on the anatomy of a shark. We compared and contrasted
sharks to our human anatomy.

Additionally, students discovered how sharks maintain buoyancy in the
water which is through the amount of oil contained in their enormous
livers. We learned a lot of other cool facts; for example, if one removes
the inner eyeball, one can bounce it like a marble, something we were
actually able to test for ourselves during the dissection.
